Metodologia de la investigacion
(housetag)

This research work aims to analyse the keys to understanding
the collective housing project in the first twenty years of the
21st century. Two strategic decisions underpin this study: the
first is to find out through specific examples how the end of the
twentieth century has influenced the beginning of the twenty-first
century, and the second is to deliberately omit the pandemic in
order to leave time for reflection on a subject such as housing
with great temporal inertia.

What is presented here is not only a certification of what,
in an outstanding way, has been built at the beginning of this
century, but also a guide to what is to be theorised about from
now on, infusing it with the experience of isolation.

Approaching research in architecture always seems to be
a question of positioning oneself in one of the two fields of
intellectual production: the scientific or the humanistic. In our
heads, as architects of practical work, the conflict arises, the
bipolarity of not belonging—or not wanting to belong—to any
defined territory. We find ourselves comfortable in the neutral
zone, in the interval of ambiguous practice and, therefore, of
absolute possibility. When we set out our research, especially
if it is within an institutional structure or exposed to external
assessment, our dual personality, critical or practical, pragmatic
or utopian, comes to the surface, and with perseverance and
intuition we produce explorations whose ultimate aim is to find
their place in this dual epistemological landscape.

Research, ultimately, is nothing more than systematically
engaging in intellectual and experimental activities for the
purpose of increasing knowledge in a given subject. Research
in collective housing allows us to approach society as an
object of study and to produce results that are new forms of
knowledge about it.

Residential buildings, as physical entities, perform their
function in multiple and interactive fields. They are structuring
entities, being environmental modifiers that exert their influence
on the social, cultural, urban and economic environment. All these
fields can be analysed separately, but the built form itself unifies
them in such a way that they interact productively. Research into
the architecture of habitation must be aware of these interactions
between intellectual fields that have traditionally felt separate.

The research focuses on locating, analysing and processing
concepts and examples of contemporary European collective
housing scattered in specialised publications that constitute
the operative theoretical framework of current residential
architecture. The aim is to produce a network of conceptual
connections or tags linked to specific theoretical production
foci in European geography obtained from the analysis of built
projects and published texts.

Ultimately, the aim is to locate and define those key terms
that begin to constitute the characteristic vocabulary of collective
housing design at the turn of the century. This is achieved by
deducing theory from the built works, with the support of the
ideas that architects make explicit and that critics contribute in
the publications, in an attempt to recognise procedures of design
renewal, experimental initiatives and new ideas characteristic
of the ways we live together in these times.

The common disciplinary tools used in the 20th century
to design housing have become obsolete. Understanding the
house exclusively from the urban context, the programme or its

Abordar la investigacion en arquitectura parece ser siempre una
cuestion de posicionarse en uno de los dos campos de la produccion
intelectual, la cientifica o la humanistica. En nuestras cabezas de
arquitectos de labor practica surge entonces el conflicto, la bipolaridad
de no pertenecer -o no querer pertenecer- a ningun territorio definido.
Nos encontramos comodos en la zona neutra, en el intervalo de la
practica ambigua y, por tanto, de la posibilidad absoluta. Cuando
planteamos nuestras investigaciones, y mas si es dentro de una

Investigar, en dltima instancia, no es otra cosa que realizar
actividades intelectuales y experimentales de modo sistematico con
el propdsito de aumentar los conocimientos en una determinada
materia. Investigar en vivienda colectiva nos permite acercarnos a
la sociedad como objeto de estudio y producir resultados que son
nuevas formas de conocimiento de esta.

Los edificios de vivienda, como entidades fisicas, ejercen su funcion
en campos mdltiples e interactivos. Son entidades que estructuran, al
ser modificadores ambientales que ejercen su influencia en el medio
social, cultural, urbano y también en el econémico. Todos estos campos
pueden ser analizados de forma separada pero la forma construida
en si misma los unifica de modo que interactuan productivamente.
La investigacion en arquitectura del habitar debe ser consciente de
estas interacciones entre campos intelectuales que tradicionalmente
se han sentido separados.

La indagacidn se centra en la localizacion, andlisis y procesamiento de
conceptos y ejemplos sobre vivienda colectiva europea contemporanea
dispersos en publicaciones especializadas que constituyen el marco
tedrico operativo de la arquitectura residencial actual. La finalidad es
producir una red de conexiones conceptuales o tags ligada a focos
de produccidn tedrica especificos de la geografia europea que se
obtiene a partir del andlisis de proyectos edificados y textos publicados.

Lo que se pretende, en definitiva, es localizar y definir aquellos
términos clave que comienzan a constituir el vocabulario caracteristico
del disefio de la vivienda colectiva en el cambio de siglo. Esto se
consigue deduciendo teoria de las obras construidas, con el aval de
las ideas que los arquitectos explicitan y los criticos aportan en las
publicaciones para tratar de reconocer procedimientos de renovacion
proyectual, iniciativas experimentales y nuevas ideas caracteristicas
del convivir de nuestro tiempo.

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typology is not the way to provide effective solutions to current
demands. Social diversity, mixed uses, new management
systems, the use of shared spaces and the sustainability of
the construction and rehabilitation of old infrastructures are
the issues that today’s housing design must take into account
from the beginning of the project. For this reason, it is necessary
to explore and study in depth the new ways of living and the
different social behaviours in order to understand domesticity.

The Master in Collective Housing MCH and the research
group GIVCO of the Department of Architectural Projects of the
Escuela Técnica Superior de Arquitectura de Madrid ETSAM
are the promoters of this work.

Initially, a register was drawn up in a database with all the
cases of collective housing published in the most important
architectural journals in Europe. In parallel, articles analysing
housing issues and the reports of the registered projects were
collected. The first register included specific data on location,
name of the work, city, date of design and construction, as
well as a minimal bibliography. The journals listed according
to country were: Germany (Baumeister, Bauwelt, Detail, Detail
Green); Austria (Architektur & Bauforum, Perspektiven); Belgium
(Tensinews); Croatia (Oris); Denmark (Arkitektur DK); Spain
(a+t, Arquitectura Viva, AV Monografias, El Croquis); Finland
(Arkkitehti); Slovenia (Piranesi); France (‘A’A’ L’Architecture
d’Aujourd’hui, AMC); The Netherlands (Architectuur in Nederland,
Mark Magazine); Hungary (Alaprajz); Italy (Abitare, Casabella,
Lotus, Rassegna); Norway (Arkitektur N); Portugal (Arquitectura
Ibérica, Architecti); United Kingdom (Architect’s Journal,
Architectural Design, Architectural Review, RIBA Journal);
Switzerland (Werk, Bauen+Wohnen); Sweden (Arkitektur,
Arkitekten). The following publications were also reviewed:
ArchDaily, Baffa Rivolta Award, MIES Awards, Typology +,
WAN Awards.

The register includes 2,735 housing projects and 2,841
articles and summaries of the works. With this first material,
the research team made a first selection taking into account, in
the projects category, the number of awards received and the
number of times they had been published, or the theoretical
significance in the family of articles and summaries, which
led to a figure of 411 buildings and 306 writings. These were
used to create graphic files with a written summary defining
their fundamental values, in A-3 format. In addition, a similar
categorisation process was followed with the articles, obtaining
19 thematic classifications or tags that appeared repeatedly
in the texts: climate conscious, new management, urban first,
medium density, identity, new monumentality, recharge, mixed-
use, affordable, super luxury, living & working, care, technology,
diversity, extreme typologies, adaptability, sharing, living corridor
and living envelope.

With this structured information, a one-week exhibition
was assembled where researchers from diverse backgrounds
analysed, contrasted and labelled all the selected works. Finally,
those examples were highlighted which, by geography, date of
construction or thematic interest, were significant in order to
formulate a map of trends in European habitation in the first
twenty years of the 21st century. This selective result is presented
in the book with 19 tags that qualified 54 case studies.

To describe them, we have used the same technique already
deployed in our previous publications of the Spanish Housing
Atlases, such as the redrawings at three different scales: urban
at 1/5000, building at 1/500 and housing at 1/150. Even so, we
have gone a little further, as the appeal lies not only in being able
to examine and compare the selection, but also in discussing
the conceptual labelling. To this end, a double page has been
designed with specific graphics that explain the project from
the labelling perspective, creating a cross-sectional view of the
main themes developed.

Inicialmente, se elabord un registro en una base de datos con
todos los casos de residencia colectiva publicados en las revistas de
arquitectura mas importantes de Europa. En paralelo, se reunieron
aquellos articulos que analizaban temas de vivienda y las memorias
de los proyectos registrados. El primer registro contemplaba desde
datos especificos de ubicacion, nombre de la obra, ciudad, fecha
de proyecto y construccion, hasta una bibliografia minima. Las

Asimismo,
se revisaron las siguientes publicaciones: ArchDaily, Premio Baffa
Rivolta, MIES Awards, Typology +, WAN Awards.

El registro contempla 2.735 casos de vivienda y 2.841 de
articulos y memorias de obras. Con este primer material, el equipo
de investigacion realizé una primera seleccion teniendo en cuenta,
en la modalidad de proyectos, el numero de premios recibidos y
las veces que habian sido publicados, o la trascendencia tedrica
en la familia de articulos y memorias, por lo que se llego a una
cifra de 411 edificios y 306 escritos. Con ellos se confeccionaron
unas fichas graficas con un resumen escrito definiendo sus
valores fundamentales, en formato A-3. Por otro lado, con los
articulos se siguid un proceso de categorizacion similar, obteniendo

Para describirlos se ha utilizado la misma técnica ya desplegada
en nuestras anteriores publicaciones de los Atlas de Vivienda
Espariola, como son los redibujados a tres escalas diferentes: la
urbana a 1/5000, la edificatoria a 1/500 y la habitacional a 1/150.
Aun asi, se ha ido un poco mas lejos pues el aliciente no sdlo radica
en poder examinar y comparar la seleccion sino en discutir sobre
los etiquetados conceptuales.

During the research that has been the germ of this volume, certain
valuable works appeared on the boundary between centuries,
which, for their part, had been extensively published in specialised
journals. Because of their pioneering and seminal character, it
was decided to include them in a specific chapter, as many of
the works that have been carried out in this begining of the 21st
century have in their DNA the influence of these earlier works. They
opened up collective housing to issues that had been less dealt
with until then, such as thermodynamic conditions, typological
and morphological heterogeneity, or even luxury oriented towards
social housing or iconicity as a constructive material for everyday
living. Thus, the text focuses on four works that were designed
and executed around the year 2000, considered to be precursors
in the field of collective housing, as their extraordinarily relevant
and innovative approaches had a major influence on the years
that followed.

From City to House
Residential silo in Amsterdam, 1995-2002.
MVRDV

That was the title of that important book by Dietmar Eberle and
Pia Simmendinger in 2007. The contributions of the Dutch team
MVRDV in their residential projects are of such importance that
they could well accept such an ambitious epigraph.

The Silodam, with its 157 dwellings, offices and communal
spaces, built on the western side of the Amsterdam harbour, is
arranged in vertical neighbourhoods of 8 to 12 flats sharing a
public square open to the river, facilities such as a library and a
toy sharing room. Corridors of different sizes as well as glazed
or open galleries in the facade allow for a wide typological
variety. The four colours of this stack of containers also mark
vertical urban fragments, with disparate windows, double
heights and unexpected appearances of the public amidst
desires for intimacy. The appearance of this city is an expression
of its heterogeneity and the house forms part of it. But the
design is also a reuse of a previous piece of infrastructure—a
transformation of a former dam and silo building—which, through
innovative management, took advantage of the real estate boom
to be able to tackle the new port infrastructure, with its deep
piles, dry dock and underwater protection barrier.

Freedom as a form of pleasure
Manifesto city in Mulhouse, 2001-2005.
Lacaton & Vassal

There was a moment during the two years of work that went
into producing this book when some of the authors suggested
that the architects Lacaton & Vassal deserved to have three
residential complexes selected. They were very important for

Silo residencial en Amsterdam, 1995-2002.

Ese era el titulo de aquel importante libro de Dietmar Eberle y Pia
Simmendinger de 2007. Las aportaciones del equipo holandés
MVRDV en sus proyectos residenciales, son de tal importancia,
que bien pudieran aceptar un epigrafe tan ambicioso.

El Silodam con sus 157 viviendas, oficinas y espacios comunes,
construido en la parte occidental del puerto de Amsterdam, se ordena
en barrios verticales de 8 a 12 apartamentos que comparten una
plaza publica abierta al rio, dotaciones como la biblioteca y una sala
de intercambio de juguetes. Los pasillos de distintas dimensiones
ademas de las galerias acristaladas o abiertas en fachada permiten
una amplia variedad tipoldgica. Los cuatro colores de este apilado
de contenedores marcan también fragmentos urbanos en vertical,
con dispares ventanas, dobles alturas e inesperadas apariciones de
lo publico entre deseos de intimidad. La apariencia de esa ciudad
es expresion de su heterogeneidad y la casa forma parte de ella.
Pero el proyecto es también una reutilizacion de una infraestructura
previa: una trasformacion de un antiguo edificio de presa y silo, que,
mediante una gestion novedosa, aprovechd el boom inmobiliario para
poder abordar la nueva infraestructura del puerto, con sus pilotes
profundos, el dique seco y la barrera de proteccion subacudtica.

Indivisible property, direct purchase or orthodox rental are
in question within an economy of frightful instability that
has produced innovations in the development systems and
the characterization and superimposition of the classic
functions of the different agents involved in the construction
of collective housing, whether privately or publicly developed.
The appearance of new management systems in production
and use are also elements that vary the conditions of the
housing project and, therefore, its final result. In the same
way, the emergence of participatory design has produced a
transformation in the work systems of architectural firms that
have assumed this condition as a mechanism for dealing with
an increasingly transversal design system.

The constant and very fast changes that occur in our societies
imply that the adaptation of collective housing buildings to new
living situations must not only be accepted but also proposed
by the project. It is not about implementing various regulated
possibilities that can satisfy typical families, establishing the
different sizes of adaptation, but of understanding the new
relationships within the dwellings for the different cohabitation
groups and expanding them to the building and the city.

This implies paying greater attention to constructive
systematization and a more specific study of long-term elements
within the dwelling, such as facilities and structure, which can
favor freedom of use. The constructive and design system
produces relationships of adaptation and also a certain degree
of perfectibility understood as a process of transformation of
the space insofar as it is resilient to the transformations of the
users, to their choices, and also to the processes of change
that these relationships generate. The house is either open
or it is not.

La propiedad indivisible, la compra directa o el alquiler ortodoxo estan
en cuestion dentro de una economia de espantosa inestabilidad que
ha generado ciertas innovaciones en los mecanismos de promocion
Yy que delimita y superpone las funciones clasicas de los distintos
agentes en la construccion de la vivienda colectiva, ya se trate de
promocion publica o privada.

In the center of Vienna, in the so-called Nordbahnhofgeldnde, an
incubator for sustainable urban living has been created: the Co-housing
Vienna — Wohnprojekt Wien. The Co-housing project, consisting of
39 apartment units, was finalized in December 2013 and is located
in an attractive, newly developed urban area.

The heart of the project is a self-organized community and the
shared dream of living together in the city in a sustainable, collaborative
and open-minded way. This journey started from the very beginning
with the participatory planning process of the communal spaces and
individual apartment units, continued with the creation of an alternative
mobility system and a communal garden for the neighborhood, and
ended with the communal ownership of the building, in other words, with
active participation during all the levels of the project’s development.

One of the greatest challenges of the project was to achieve
high individualization within the community framework and express
it in terms of architectural design. Several communal spaces offer
the possibility of exchange and communication, while the individual
apartment units can be spaces for retreat. The common spaces consist
of the guest apartments, a sauna on the rooftop and on the lower
floors, a communal kitchen, workshops and event rooms, including
a playroom for children and adults. The project welcomes different
models of living and working, multiple generations and diverse cultures
under one roof.

En el centro de Viena, en el denominado Nordbahnhofgelénde, se crea una
incubadora de vivienda urbana sostenible: el Co-housing - Wohnprojekt
Wien («Proyecto de vivienda colectiva Viena»). El Co-housing, finalizado
en diciembre de 2013, consta de 39 modulos residenciales y esta ubicado
en una atractiva zona urbana que ha sido construida recientemente.

El objetivo del proyecto es el desarrollo de una comunidad
autogestionada que persigue el suefio comun de vivir juntos en la
ciudad de un modo sostenible, colaborativo y con una mentalidad
abierta. Este sistema comenzd, en un primer momento, con un proceso
participativo de planificacion de los espacios comunitarios y los moédulos
de residencias individuales, continud con la creacion de un sistema de
movilidad alternativa, asi como de un jardin comunitario para el vecindario,
y finalizd con la propiedad comunitaria del edificio. En resumen, hubo una
participacion activa durante todas las fases de desarrollo del proyecto.

Uno de los mayores retos fue conseguir una gran individualizacion
dentro del marco comunitario y plasmarla en términos de arquitectura.
Varios espacios comunitarios posibilitan el intercambio y la comunicacion,
mientras que los mddulos de apartamentos individuales pueden ser lugares
de retiro. Los espacios comunes incluyen estancias para invitados, una
sauna en la cubierta, y en las plantas inferiores, una cocina comunitaria,
talleres y salas de eventos, asi como una sala de juegos para nifios y
adultos. El proyecto incluye diferentes modelos para habitar y trabajar,
diversidad generacional y pluralidad cultural bajo el mismo techo.

An innovative multi-stage qualification process was developed in
collaboration with the local Friedrichshain-Kreuzberg authority, the
Berlin Senate Department for Urban Development and Environment,
local stakeholders and independent experts, the aim of which was to
support the ongoing project and ensure the quality of the architecture
and the urban development.

The development goal of the parcel south of the hall was to establish
a diverse and mixed-use pattern for a broad spectrum of residents.
Owner-occupied artists’ ateliers and apartments, cooperative housing and
studios, and the provision of space for social associations and commerce
were all part of the program, which had the aim of establishing a new
construction group and thus lay the foundations of the IBeB. The main
idea of the project, which was initiated by the architects Ifau and Heide &
von Beckerath in cooperation with Selbstbaugenossenschaft Berlin eG,
was to offer a combination of live/work units that would meet the needs of
artists and creative professionals. Additionally, the comparatively low plot
price allowed for cross-subsidization of cooperative studio and residential
spaces within the project, which can be rented at sustainable rent.

The main idea for the project, initiated by the architects in cooperation with the Selbstbaugenossenschaft Berlin eG, was to offer a
mix of live and work units that would meet the needs of artists and creative professionals. Some of them have been adapted during
the design development stage to adapt the spatial concept to the occupiers’ needs. Seventeen studios and three commercial units
are designed as blanks so that the different needs of individual occupants can be incorporated in the standard of fittings.

Zwicky Sud extends the orthogonal system of alleys and squares
of the former production site to the other side of this new artery. Its
dense urban fabric is conceived as a combination of three archetypal
buildings: the flat hall, the fat block, and the slim slab, none of
which represent an obvious choice for contemporary housing. The
programmatic openness of the initial commission resulted in typologies
that are open to interpretation — buildings initially unordered, but with
complementary physical properties: low and spacious, compact and
deep, slender and airy.

The flat halls provide a literal reference to the industrial past. Their
gutter height mediates between the scale of the narrow alleys and
the higher volumes. Some of them contain bike or car parking, uses
that occasionally make way for a party or a flea market. Others house
workshops, ateliers, shops, and a café, animating the ground floor
and complementing the functional mixture. One of the halls contains
narrow, loft-like row houses with double-height spaces around a first-
floor courtyard.

The two fat 30x40m blocks are champions in terms of economy
and energy efficiency. They provide the floor space required for the
large, shared apartments with up to 14 rooms that have become a
hallmark of Kraftwerk1. Lightwells illuminate the heart of this block.
The second block, owned by a pension fund, is organized differently.
Spacious, collective halls give access to and provide extra daylight for
a compact ring of dwellings on the periphery of the volume.

Su denso tejido
urbano fue concebido como una combinacion de tres edificios arquetipicos,
de las cuales ninguno seria elegido para una vivienda contemporanea: la
nave indiferenciada, el bloque profundo y el edificio esbelto. El programa
inicial presentaba tipologias abiertas a la interpretacion, inmuebles sin una
distribucion previa, pero con propiedades fisicas complementarias: bajos
y espaciosos, compactos y profundos, esbeltos y ventilados.

Las naves son una referencia literal al pasado industrial. Su altura esta
entre la de los callejones estrechos y los volumenes altos. Algunos de
ellos tienen aparcamiento de bicis o coches, por lo que son espacios que
pueden servir para hacer fiestas o mercadillos. Otros albergan talleres,
atelieres, tiendas o un café, que animan la planta baja y complementan
la diversidad funcional. Una de las naves se compone de unas viviendas
adosadas estrechas tipo loft con espacios en doble altura alrededor de
un patio ubicado en la planta primera.

Los dos bloques profundos, de 30x40m, son excepcionales en
términos de ahorro y eficiencia. Proporcionan la superficie necesaria para
los grandes apartamentos compartidos, de hasta 14 habitaciones, que
se han convertido en la sefia de Kraftwerk1. El centro de esta edificacion
masiva se ilumina con lucernarios. El segundo, propiedad de un fondo
de pensiones, se organiza de forma diferente. Un anillo compacto de
viviendas ubicadas a lo largo de la fachada deja un interior iluminado por
dos patios donde se situan los vestibulos colectivos centrales.
